 1- 8 1s+2s dance Double Fig of 8 (1s crossing down, 2s dancing up)    Double Figures Of Eight Across 

 9-16 1M+2M turn RH & 1L+2L turn LH 1½ times (4 bars),  

 1s dance out own side, down behind 3s & cross up to 2nd place opposite sides 

17-24 1s dance reels of 3 on opposite sides (1s out & up/2s in & down to start), 1s end crossing up to 2nd place own sides 

25-32 1s dance reels of 3 on own sides (1s out & up to start), 1s end in centre facing up 

33-40 1s dance up to top, cast to 2nd place & 2s+1s+3s turn RH

 1- 8 1s dance down below 3s & cast up to 2nd place own sides 

 1L dances RH across with 2s while 1M dances RH across with 3s 

 9-16 1s dance ½ diagonal reel of 4 with 1st corners,  ½ diagonal reel of 4 with 2nd corners    

 & quick ½ turn LH in centre to face 1st corners 

17-24 1s dance reels of 3 across giving LSh to 1st corners ending in 2nd place own sides 

25-32 1s dance Diag R&L (1M crossing down & 1L crossing up to start)    Diagonal Rights + Lefts

 1- 8  1s set, dance down below 3s (2s step up), cast up to 2nd place, pass LSh to face 1st corners  

 9-16  1s dance RSh reels of 3 on opposite sides, 1s end facing 1st corners  

17-24  1s set to 1st corners, dance ¾ round partner by RSh, 1s set to 2nd corners, dance round partner to own side, facing out  

25-32  Promenade (Chaperoned) Chain progression:     chaperoned chain progression      

  25-26 2s and 3s ¾ turn partner RH into middle while 1s dance clockwise ¼ round the set picking up 2L/3M...  

  27-30 who promenade ½ way clockwise while middle people (2M + 3L) turn LH 1½.  

  31-32 2s and 3s turn partner RH ¾ to own sides while 1s dance clockwise ¼ round to end in 2nd place.  312

1-8 1s+2s dance the RSh “Helix”: 
     1s+2s set (travelling) passing partner RSh into BtoB position & cast round partner to own sides;  

     1s+2s ½ turn partners RH & dance ½ RH across   [as in swiss lassie] 

 ending 1M facing up on own side, 1L facing down on own side 

9-16 Reels of 3 on sides, 1M up, 1L down (RSh to 3rd corner).  

 1s end facing 1st corners 

17-24 1s+1st corners pass RSh, corners ½ turn RH, pull back RSh & dance out to diag opp place  [as in ramadan-ce] 

 1s repeat with 2nd corners.     [Note: “better never than late” – 1s may wish to just be ready for diag R&L and omit 2nd C  (2nd Cs do not omit)] 

 ending with 1s passing RSh to own side, 2s & 3s on opp sides  (3) 1 (2) 

25-32 1s dance diag R&L.    End 2 1 3     Diagonal Rights + Lefts

 1- 8 1s cross & cast 1 place, 1s dance LH across (1L with 2s, 1M with 3s) & end facing 4th corner 

 9-16 1s set to corners then to partner & end facing 1st corners, turn corners RH & pass partner LSh to face 2nd corners 

17-24 1s dance ½ diagonal reel of 4 with 2nd corners & pass LSh to face 3rd corners,  

1s set to corners then to partner & end facing 4th corners 

25-32 1s turn 4th corner (pstn) RH & pass partner LSh to face 1st corners,  

1s dance ½ diag reel of 4 with 1st corners & pass RSh to BtoB (1M facing up) 

33-40 1s dance RSh round 2nd corners & ½ Fig of 8 (1L up, 1M down) while 2s+3s set & cross RH,  

set (facing up/down) & change pl RH on sides.  2 1 3

17-24 3 couple Bourrel            Bourrel for 2 couples     
' 1M+3L also 2M+1L set advancing diag and ¾ turn 2H to line up/down middle & twirl to face own partners  

  while 3M and 2L chase anticlockwise to face partner 

  All set to partner and turn 2H to own sides   3 1 2 

25-32 Circle 6 hands round and back

 1- 8 1s cross RH & cast down to 2nd place, cross LH & 1L casts up while 1M casts down 

 9-16 1s dance reels of 3 across, 1L with 2s & 1M with 3s 

17-24 1s with NHJ (Lady on Man’s left) set to 2L & turn inwards to set to 3M, set to 3L & turn inward & set to 2M 

25-32 2s+1s+3s dance reels of 3 on opposite sides 1s giving RSh to 2nd corner, 1s cross RH to 2nd place own sides

 1- 8 1s cross RH & cast 1 place,  1s cross RH & cast 1 place (Man up Lady down) 

 9-16 1s dance ½ reels of 3 across (1M with 2s & 1L with 3s),  set in lines across & change places RH with opposite person 

17-24 2s+1s+3s chase clockwise ½ way,  

 1s dance in & turn RH to face 1st corner positions as 2s & 3s continue to chase on to places (as bar 16) 

25-32 1s dance ½ reel of 4 with 1st corners,  passing RSh dance ½ reel with 2nd corners & cross passing RSh to 2nd place own sides
